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Personal Escape Rope Best Practice
Purpose:  To ensure that all interior firefighters are properly equipped and trained in case of the need to bailout of a structure during an emergency.
The Croghan Fire Dept. has put 13 rope bags into service  for the use of its members. New rope has been installed in each of the bags. Refer to the risk assessment conducted for information on the length of the ropes.

1/ All thirteen rope bags contain the same amount of rope (approx. 45ft.) and 2 rescue carabiners.

2/  1 of these bags have been installed on each of our 12 air packs and 1 is our  training bag.

3/  The ropes that are on the airpacks are not to be used for training, they are for  emergency use only.

4/  Training for a bailout situation will be conducted annually following department training procedures by all interior personnel using the training bag. A suitable anchoring point must be used, that point may include the use of a halligan bar for securing the end of the  rope.

5/   The ropes, carabiners and bags are to be visually inspected monthly when the                         airpacks are inspected to make sure that the bailout system is in proper condition.

6/  In the event of a fireman having to use his bailout rope, that rope is to be taken out of service.
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
