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RESPONDING TO EMERGENCIES BEST PRACTICE
Purpose: To ensure that the Croghan Fire Department responds to all emergencies safely and with the proper equipment. The definition of emergency shall be – an incident when the information given from dispatch suggests that there is a “high” probability of death, life threatening illness or injury, or the risk of property being destroyed.

Procedure: When responding to emergencies all members driving to the scene in Department owned or personal vehicles will follow all New York State Vehicle and Traffic Laws. All members must use seat belts. All department vehicles will respond in the order as stated below. Lights and siren should be used as deemed appropriate. All vehicles must respond in the following manner and order.

***Mutual Aid Calls- Order can be deviated from if a certain vehicle or piece of equipment is requested***

Engine 1- In order to make sure that Engine 1 is staffed properly all drivers must wait for a minimum of 3 qualified members prior to the truck responding. If not enough manpower is showing up, the driver must try to contact a responding Chief for a response decision. In the absence of a Chief the driver may make the decision to respond or re-page for more manpower. A responding Chief or EMT can change the response order as listed above.
It is further required that all personnel have turnout gear on before responding in Engine 1. The driver of the truck can respond without wearing turnout gear if they do not feel comfortable while driving with turnout gear on. However the driver must take a full set of turnout gear with them to wear when on scene. In the event of training it shall be up to the Chief in-charge if turnout gear must be on before getting on truck.
