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TRAINING BEST PRACTICES
Purpose: To ensure that all members have the necessary education and training to know how to use all the needed equipment safely to handle all emergency situations.

Procedure: The training requirements for the Croghan Fire Department shall be in two categories: Interior Firefighting and Exterior Fireman. This is to comply with all Federal, State and County Laws as well as Department By-Law requirements. All categories are as follows:

Interior Firefighter- To be considered a qualified interior firefighter you must have a minimum of 8 hours of training that covers the following topics: Tool and equipment safety, return and response safety, personal protective equipment, SCBA training, fire station safety, emergency scene safety, general practice and procedures, and new techniques and procedures. Also all interior firefighting personnel must have a physical and fit testing exam done annually.

Exterior Fireman- To remain an active fireman you must have a minimum of 8 hours of training a year that covers the following topics: Tool and equipment safety, return and response safety, personal protective equipment, SCBA training, emergency scene safety, general practice and procedures, other department portable equipment, fire station safety and new techniques and procedures.
OSHA/PESH Required Annual Training:  The department shall provide annual refresher training made available for all members. Topics to be covered are Hazardous Materials/Emergency Response, Respiratory Protection, Blood Born Pathogens, Right to Know, Workplace Violence and Fire Extinguishers.
*If taking training outside of the department (I.E. State School, CPR / First Aid, and Defensive Driving). It is your responsibility to submit a copy of your certificate of completion or written documentation to the Training Officer to be given proper credit. 20% of the total time of the class or course will count towards your 8 hours annual training.
